The Govermment of the Republic of Cyprus and the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine, hereinafter referred to as "the Contracting Parties”;

Desiring to strengthen the friendly relations existing between the two countries
and to intensify their economic relations;

Aiming to develop and promote cooperation between the Republic of Cyprus and
Ukraine in the field of maritime merchant shipping on a mutually advantageous basis;

Have agreed-as follows:

ARTICLE 1
Definitions

For the purpose of this Agreement:

a) the term “vessel of the Contiracting Party” shall mean any merchant vessel
registered in the ship register of the state of that Contracting Party and flying the flag of
the state of that Contracting Party in accordance with its national legislation,

This definition excludes warships, ﬁshing vessels, vessels for hydrographic,
oceanographic and scientific research and other ships destined or used for non-
comunercial purposes.

b) the term "crew members” shall mean the master or any other person actually
employed for duties on board duting a voyage in the Worklng or service of a vessel of
either Contracting Party and whose names are included in the crew list and holding
seamen’s identity document, issued or recogmzed by either Contracting Party;

¢) the term "ports of the states of the Contracting Parties” shall mean sea potts,
with their infrastructure, including roadsteads and harborage areas in the territory of the
state of either Contracting Party which are approved and open to international shipping;

d) the term “shipping compeny of the Contracting Party” shall mean a legal
person registered in accordance with the legislation in force in the tertitory of that
Contracting Party, owning or operating vessels and carrying out transportation of
passengers and/or goods and may include a physical person carrying out the same
‘activities;

e) the term cabotage” shall mean transportation of goods and/or passengers
between ports of the state of one Contracting Party.
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ARTICLE 2~ -~ S w
Application
This Agreement shall apply to the territory of the Republic of Cyprus and to the
territory of Ukraine including their territorial seas. , ‘ :

ARTICLE 3
Competent Authorities

1. The matters referring to the implementation of this Agreement will be dealt
with by the competent authorities of the Contracting Parties.

These Competent authorities are;

_ on the part of the Republic of Cyprus ~ the Ministry of Communications and
Works of the Republic of Cyprus. |

_ on the part of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine — the Ministry of
Infrastructure of Ukraine and concerning the issues of seafarers employment — the
Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine;

2. In case any of the competent authorities mentioned m this article 1s
changed, the name of the new authority will be notified to the other Contracting Party
through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE 4
Cooperation in Transport
1. The Contracting Parties agree:

(a) to encourage participation of the shipping companies as well as the vessels of
each Contracting Party in maritime transportation between the ports of the states of both
..Contracting Parties- and —not- -te—--prewnt—them—fmm——p&r—téeipatin-g-—in—m&ﬁﬁ%
transportation between their ports and the ports of third states; and

(b) to cooperate with a view to eliminating any obstacles which might impede
the development of maritime trade between the ports of the states of both Contracting
Parties and which might interfere with the various activities connected with such trade.

2. The provisions of this Article shall not affect the right of the shipping
companies from third states as well as the vessels flying the flag of third states to
participate in the transport of goods and passengers within the framework of the
bilateral trade between the Contracting Parties.

ARTICLE 5
Use of income and transfer of revenues

1. The incomes and revenues of shipping companies of either Contracting Party
atising out of shipping services rendered in the territory of the other Contracting Party
may, in accordance with the national legislation of that other Contracting Party, be used
for making payments in the territory of the state of that other Contracting Party or be
transferred abroad in freely convertible currencies at the official exchange rate on the
- day-of-transfer in accordance with the national Jegislation of that Contracting-Party. -
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.. 2. Such transfers shall be possible to be effected regularly and without delay and_
shall be based on official exchange rates for current payments or, where there are no
official exchange rates, at the prevailing foreign exchange market rates for cuirent
payments. No charges other than nommal bank charges shall be applicable to such
transfers.

ARTICLE 6
Treatment provided to the vessels in ports

1. Each Contracting Party shall grant to the vessels of the other Contracting Party
in its ports and territorial waters under its sovereign jurisdiction, the same treatment as
rendered to its own vessels with respect to the collection of port dues and taxes, access
to ports, use of port facilities for loading and unloading of cargoes and for embarking
and disembarking passengers and carrying out normal commercial operations, using all
available relevant services;

2. The provisions of Paragraph 1 of this Article shall not apply to shipping
activities legally reserved by each of the Contracting Parties to its own vessels, such as
cabotage, rescue operations and towage;

3, The Contracting Parties shall take in accordance with their national legislation
all possible measures to reduce the time of stay of vessels in their ports and simplify
administrative and other formalities in force in these poxts.

~ ARTICLE7
Permanent representative offices
Shipping companies operating in the temitory of the state of one Contracting
Party, shall be entitled to establish functioning representative offices in the territory of
_the state of the other Contracting Party, in accordance with its national legislation.

ARTICLE 8
Mutual recognition of vessel’s documents

1. Bach Contracting Party shall recognize the nationality of the vessels of the
other Contracting Party, as proved by the documents on board the said vessels issued by
the competent authority of the other Contracting Party in accordance with its national
legislation,;

2. Vessels® documents, including documents relating to the crew members, issued
or recognized by ¢me Contracting Party shall be recognized by the other Contracting
Party;

3. Vessels of the state of each of the Contracting Parties furnished with tonnage
certificates issued in accordance with the International Convention on Tonnage
Measurement of Ships, 1969, shall not be subject to re-measurement in the ports of the
state of the other Contracting Party.
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ARTICLE 9
- Recognition of identity documents .
1. Each Contracting Party shall recognize the seamen’s identity documents issued
by the competent authorities of the other Contracting Party.

2. The said identity documents are:

- for the Republic of Cyprus ~ the “Seafarer’s Identification and Sea Service
Record Book” and the Passport issued by the appropriate Cyprus authorities and

_ for Ukraine — the Seaman’s Identification Card; and

ARTICLE 10
Temporary shore leave

1. During the time a vessel of one Contracting Party is in a port of the state of the
other Contracting Party, each crew member of that vessel shall be permitted temporary
shore leave in the terdtory of the municipality to which the port belongs, as well as in
the territories of adjacent municipalities, without visa being required, provided he can
show a relevant identity document. However, such leave shall only be permitted if the
master has submitted to the appropriate authorities at the port, a crew list on which the
crew members appear, in accordance with the regulations in force in that port.

2. When going ashore and returning to the vessel, all the crew members shall be
subjected to the relevant control and customs formalities in force in that ports of the|
states of the Contracting Parties.

Right of entry, transit and stay of crew members in ports
1. Crew members of one Contracting Party holding the appropriate identity
documents, have the right regardless of the mode of transport, to enter the territory oj

the state of the other Contracting Party or pass through that territory in order to join)
their vessel, to be transferred to another vessel, to retumn to their country, or to travel fox
any other purpose, provided that they are in possession of an appropriate visa and anyJ

2 When a crew member of one Contracting Party, disembarks in a port of the
state of the other Contracting Party for reasons of health, purposes of service or othex
reasons recognized as valid by the appropriate authorities of that other Contracting
Party, these authorities shall give the necessary permission in order to enable the crew
member to remain in the territory of their state, to receive medical attention or to bs
hospitalized and to retum to his country by any means of transport or to go to another
port of embarkation.

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ARTICLE 12
_ ~ Refusal of entry
1. The provisions of laws and regulations of the Contracting Parties concerning
the entry and stay of foreigners shall remain applicable without prejudice to the
provisions of the Articles 10 and 11 of this Agreement.
2. The provisions of articles 10 and 11 do not restrict the right of either
Contracting Party to refuse entry to territory of its state to any crew member, whom
they consider undesirable. :

ARTICLE 13
Employment of seamen

1. A shipowner of one Contracting Party for the safe manning of a vessel by the
personnel of that Contracting Party, in accordance with its national legislation and
rules, can employ gualified personnel who are nationals of the other Contracting Party.

2. The terms of employment of the seafarers should be -approved by the
Competent authorities or seafarers unions of the country of origin of the seafarers. Each
Contracting Party shall make efforts for the adherence to the employment terms,
included in the contracts of employment of the crew members of the vessel i
accordance with their national legislation. One copy of the signed contract of
employment shall be handed over to the seafarer. -

3. Disputes arising out of the contract of employment between a shipowner of
one Contracting Party and a seafarer of the other Contracting Party shall be settled in
accordance with the national legislation of the states of the Contracting Parties and
under the exclusive jurisdiction of the competent Courts of the States of the Contracting

ARTICLE 14
Enforcement of national legislation regarding offences of crew members

1. If a crew member of one Contracting Party commits an offence on board the,
vessel in the territorial seas of the state of the other Contracting Party, the relevant
authorities of the latter shall not prosecute the said crew mermber, unless:

_ the comumnitted offence is qualified as a grave crime under the law of this state;

- the consequences of the offence extend to the territory of the state, where thg
vessel is staying;

- the offence affects the public order and security in that state;

- the offence is committed against any person other than a crew member of thig
vessel;

- the offence is committed against a crew member of the vessel who is a citizen of
the state of stay or foreign citizen who permanently lives in the territory of this state;

. the offence is related to transportation of weapons, drugs or psychotropi¢
substances.

In such cases the relevant authority of the state of the Contracting Party, in whiclz
territorial waters theoffence is committed before taking any measures on request of the

)
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master of the vessel of the state of the other Contracting Party, shall inform a diplomatic
or consular official of flag state of the vessel and assist to establish the relations
between the said official and the crew of the vessel.

2. The provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article shall not limit the rights of control
and inquiry, which the relevant authorities of each Contracting Party have to accomplish
according to the national legislation of its state.

ARTICLE 15
Marine Casualties

1. If a vessel of one Contracting Party is shipwrecked, tuns aground, is cast
ashore, or suffers any other accident off the coast of the tferritory of the other
Contracting Party, the vessel and its cargo shall enjoy in the territory of the latter
Contracting Party the same treatment as that accorded to a vessel of that Contracting
Party and its cargo. The master, the crew members and passengers, as well as the vessel -
itself and its cargo, shall be granted, at any time, help and assistance to the same extent
as in the case of a national vessel.

2. The cargo, equipment, fittings, stores or other articles rescued from a
vessel which has suffered an accident referred to in paragraph 1, shall not be liable to
customs duties or other taxes of any kind imposed upon or by reason of importation,
provided that they are not delivered for use or consumption in the territory of the state
of the other Contracting Party. _

3. Nothing in the provisions of paragraph 2 shall be construed so as to
prejudice the application of the national legislation of the Contracting Parties with
regard to the temporary storage of goods. ' '

4. _ Nothing in this article shall prejudice any claim for salvage in respect of
any help or assistance given to a vessel and its cargo. e e

5. The competent authorities of one Contracting Party, in the territory of the
state of which a vessel of the other Contracting Party has suffered a casualty as
described in paragraph 1, shall immediately notify of the event the nearest consular
representative of the other Contracting Party and conduct an investigation into the cause
of the casualty or provide every possible assistance for carrying out such investigation.

- ARTICLE 16
Closed Ports
Notwithstanding the provisions of the present Agreement, vessels of one
Contracting Party shall not enter a port of the state of the other Contracting Party which)
has been closed to international shipping by the latter Party. '
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ARTICLE 17
Joint Maritime Committee

1.  For the effective implementation of this Agreement and for facilitating
maritime transport between the terrtories of the states of the Contracting Parties the
Competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall establish a Joint Maritime
Committee, composed of their representatives.

2. The Joint Maritime Committee shall meet once a year, unless otherwise
agreed. The competent authority of one Contracting Party may request a non-scheduled
meeting of the Joint Maritime Committee, in which case it will convene, the latest, three
months after such a request is communicated to the competent authority of the other
Contracting Party.

3.  The Joint Matitime Committee shall, inter alia:

1) review the matters with regard to the bilateral and international
maritime transport;

) study the ways of enhancing cooperation in maritime sectors;

iii) discuss matters which might arise from the application of this
Agreement and any other matters relating to the further improvement of maritime
transport relations.

4.  Any recommendations which the Joint Maritime Committee considers

appropriate are submitted to the competent authozities of the Contracting Parties.

5. The rules of procedure of meetings of the Joint Maritime Committee shall
be established by agreement between the competent authorities of the Contracting
Parties.

ARTICLE 18
Settlement of differences
. Any differences in the interpretation and/or application of the present
Agreement will be settled by means of negotiations between the competent authorities
of the Contracting Parties, ’
9. In case an agreement is not reached, the differences will be settled through
diplomatic channels.

Article 19
Amendments and modifications
Modifications and amendments to the present Agreement shall be drawn up by
mutual consent of the Contracting Parties in the form of additional Protocols,
constituting an integral part of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 20
Fntry into force and denunciation
1. This Agreement shall enter into force thirty (30) days after recelving by the
Contracting Parties through diplomatic chamnels, the last written notification on the
- ompletion of the internal legal procedures necessary for its entry into force.
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2. This Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite period. It may be
denounced at any time by either Contracting Party by notifying the other in writing
through diplomatic channels. In such case, the Agreement shall remain in force for six
(6) months after such notification is received.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF the undersigned, duly authorized thereto by their
respective Governments, have signed this Agreement.
